When John White returned to Roanoke Island in 1590,
the colonists he hoped to find had vanished. Their
homes were gone, and the only clue was the word
"CROATOAN."

This group established the first English settlement in
America. However, within three years, the group disappeared
without any signs. No one knows what happened to them.
